The FROG is a part of a horseôs hoof, located on the underside, which should touch the ground if the horse is standing on soft foot-

ing.  The frog is triangular in shape, and extends from the heels to mid-way toward the toe, covering around 25% of the bottom of 
the hoof.  The frog acts as a shock absorber for the foot when it makes impact with the ground, decreasing the force placed on the 

bones and joints of the leg.

Just want to let BCH members know that despite the heat I am still out  

there riding, working on trails and recon.  

Very exciting news about the private property owners talking to Richard  

Waller and giving permission for us to DRIVE in and work on 

Upper Lopez Canyon.  

Check out the Rinconada Parking area and road. BCH have been 

busy. The new water trough is super! Our Arab horses actu-

ally drink out of it! The landslide area on Little Falls has 

been made much safer and some rocks have been moved around 

at the infamous creek crossing, making it more benign. Take 

your clippers when you ride, a few minutes work makes a dif-

ference.  

Remember it is deer season so be careful. I get out my Or-

ange Camo pants and shirts. Have a bell on my horse which 

may help. Also there have been some mountain lion sightings at Rinconada.  

I did purchase a Spot personal GPS locater unit and it is great. Since I  

ride mostly by myself, it is a good thing to have. Have any areas that  

you want to have checked out or come ride with me let me know.

I can report that volunteers are trying to open the Mission Pine Basin Trail, (MPB) from 

McKinley Springs trail head to its terminus at the Buckhorn road at Big Pine.  Many 

trees are down and it still needs work.  See picture of this nice trail and the second one 

showing all the downed trees. 

 

Two of the same volunteers, the light hikers, ventured from Nira to Big Cone Spruce 

and up the switchbacks toward the White Ledge Area during the week of August 15th. 

 

They removed all the trees and obstructions for this section including a big tree across 

the trail on the switchbacks.  So, the Manzana trail from Nira to above the Narrows is obstruction free and should 

be open to most riders depending on their skill and the experience of their horse.  The light hikers did NOT feel 

that the trail from the Narrows to Big Cone Spruce was very stock friendly. 

There is still plenty of water in most places, however, NO water between the Narrows and So. Fork.  The flies are 

out. 

 

The Forest Service is in a later stage of Fire Restrictions meaning 

that open fires are allowed only in main drive in camps (called de-

veloped camps), and in the backcountry only gas or propane stoves 

area allowed, NO open 

fires.  Be sure to get a fire per-

mit. Also be careful with smok-

ing.
